QuarkXPress 3.2 & 3.3
for the Macintosh

In order forPrepsto accept QuarkXPress 3.2 and 3.3
documents as source files, they must be saved as
PostScript files. You can create three types of
PostScript files from QuarkXPress 3.2 and 3.3
documents:

» Color composite files
» Pre-separated files
* One-page EPS files

The type of PostScript file you create depends on
the structure of your QuarkXPress document. For
multiple-page documents, we recommend that you
create color composite files whenever possible.
However, if your document has a combination of
bleeds, traps and/or spot colors, you will need to fin
a common file type that supports all those elements

For single-page documents, we recommend that yo
create one-page EPS files. However, if they contain
bleeds, we recommend that you create a pre-sepa-
rated file or a composite file. EPS files are device-
independent, so they don't have a page-size limit.

you have a single-page document that contains
bleeds, but exceeds the page sizes available for
your selected output device, it would
be best to create an EPS file. If your

single-page document contains traps, you

will need to create a pre-separated file.

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CREATING EPS FILES

The following procedure is the only way to create
EPS files from QuarkXPress 3.2 and 3.3 for the
Macintosh that can be usedRrepsjobs. There is an
EPS format option in the Save File dialog box that
appears when you print to a PostScript file; howeve
EPS files created using that option cannot be used i
Preps jobs.

>

If your document contains bleeds, we do not recom-
mend creating an EPS file. An EPS file, however, is
the only method for creating a PostScript file from a
QuarkXPress 3.2 and 3.3 document that is not limited
to the page size of the output device. Therefore, you
may have jobs, such as posters with bleeds, whose
size necessitates creating an EPS file. For informatipn
about how to decide what type of file to create, please
see the tables on page 2.

When you create an EPS file from a QuarkXPress 3.2
or 3.3 document, you may need to modify the page
size in theDocument Setuplialog box so that it
includes a bleed allowance on all four sides. Then
you will need to center the graphics within the new
page size. When you add the file to a Preps job, you
will need to adjust the page offsets.
